BEST PRACTICES SUBMITTED BY 2006-2007 ROOM PARENTS

The following ideas and “best practices” were sent in by room parents during the 2006-2007 school year.  Give them a try …. or send us your ideas!
Kids don't like parties at which the only food items are fruit and veggies!!  At least one “less than wholesome” food should be served.  
Each party needs some games. Crafts don't satisfy the boys so some lively games, either inside or out, should be included in the party.
We kept a Shutterfly album that all parents could download pictures onto and was able to be shared by the entire class. this was a great way to get pics on a special day when you might have forgot your camera or a day when you weren't able to make it for a party, etc.
There were 4 room moms and 4 field trip/parties throughout the year, so we each headed up" one of these.  We were responsible for that party, soup to nuts. Making sure there were drivers, contacting parents from the sign in sheet to help. The other room moms did not have to be involved, unless they had signed up.  We also made sure the year was accounted for (a room mom was in charge of every activity) and we kept our contact at a minimum through out the year. It seemed to run very smoothly. There never seemed to be "too many chiefs, and not enough Indians," because we had evenly distributed all of the work early in the year.
We did a Game Day. After lunch, we set up 4 games at 4 different tables (Twister, Boogle, Apples to Apples, etc.) and made 4 teams from the class. They rotated every 15 minutes and had a ball. We brought popcorn filled in red stripe bags, licorice whips and ice cream bars. We had one volunteer mom at each table. There was no winners; just a fun time.
When we wanted to do something nice for the teacher, we covered her yard duty shift to give her a break in the middle of the day that she wouldn’t have had otherwise!
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
