Volunteer Responsibilities
Traffic Loop, Mt. Lassen Crosswalk, and Mt. Tenaya Crosswalk

Volunteering at the “Loop”

1. In the Mornings, be in the loop by 8AM.  Afternoons, be in the loop 
by 2:30 for regular dismissal time and 1:20 on minimum days.

2. If you are the 1st to arrive, go to the office and pick-up the “Safety Reminder Bookmark” folder and (2) two orange safety vests (to make it easier for the 2nd parent to get started).
3. MORNINGS:  Station yourselves evenly along the loop – 1 person close to the beginning of the Loop (yellow painted curb by K bldg). 2nd person - mid-way between Beginning and the Idylberry entrance to the loop.  AFTERNOONS:  one (1) person centrally stationed in the Loop, one (1) person by the parking lot, to ensure ONLY Staff Parking.
4. Open Doors and facilitate quick departures from cars.
5. Flag parents, encouraging them to pull up as far as possible in the Loop.
6. Two (2) buses arrive in the morning and afternoon to drop-off / pick-up students in the Bus Lane.  The Bus Lane must stay clear for these buses. MORNINGS:  No earlier than 8:10 - AFTER buses have departed OR All Students Have Disembarked (this is the last stop – sometimes drivers don’t leave right away) have one volunteer move to the beginning of the RED bus lane and have the other volunteer stand at the beginning of the Loop (start of yellow curb) flagging cars to move up to the front of the bus lane.  AFTERNOONS:  AFTER buses have departed follow same instructions.
The following Loop Rules must be Followed:

· NO parking in the Staff Parking Lot.  
· NEVER leave car unattended in Loop

· Students  may NOT get in or out of cars from the 2nd lane from the curb
· Cars should NOT block Crosswalk at entrance to the Loop
If you observe someone breaking the rules:  
1. Let them know (if you feel comfortable doing so), and/or
2. hand them the safety reminder bookmark, or
3. If you know their name, let Patty know and she will speak w/them

Volunteering at the “Mt. Lassen or Mt. Tenaya Crosswalk”

1. Go to the office and pick-up one of the YELLOW/GREEN safety vests.  

2. Go to your Assigned Crosswalk/Intersection of Idylberry Rd.
3. When possible, open doors and facilitate quick departures from cars

4. Walk children across Idylberry (try to assemble small groups, as to not back-up traffic on Idylberry)
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
